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Here in the hospital, life can be 
measured in seconds. A grandfather 
in cardiac arrest rushed through 
the emergency room doors. A brain 

surgery patient in need of critical ICU care. A 
premature newborn whose heart rate is falling.

Even here at Englewood Hospital and Medical 
Center (EHMC)—ranked No. 1 in New Jersey 
in coronary bypass surgery, and in the top 10 
percent nationally for maternity, orthopedic 
and cancer care—doctors and nurses still 
count the seconds.
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But fewer of these patients are passing at 
those critical moments, thanks, in part, to an 
IT team of 80 and a litany of trusted vendors.

“One good thing with health care is that other 
industries are using technology to a greater 
extent, so we can look to others and see how it
